Introduction
This is the 1st "Chorley Highways Bulletin". Just to explain to any new Councillors or other new recipients the Bulletin is intended to be a quarterly briefing for County Councillors, District Councillors and the Local MP designed to inform members of planned highway schemes, utility works and major events which are likely to impact upon the highway network in Chorley.
