Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on Monday 10 January 2011 at 7.30pm in the Parish Rooms, Charter Lane, Charnock Richard.

REPORTS, COMPLAINTS AND CONCERNS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT
Including reports from the Police, Borough or County Councillor

Reports – An enquiry was made regarding the number of affordable houses planned for the Dog & Partridge development and how they will be allocated.  It was reported that there are plans for 10 social/affordable units on the site which will be available on a local lettings policy.  It was reported that the drains on the A49 between the Hinds Head Public House and the Coppull boundary have now been jetted and hopefully the blockage has been cleared.  This will be monitored.
Waste Transfer Station – It was reported that the owner of Vause Farm, Town Lane has written letters of complaint to both Chorley Council and LCC, no reply has been received from either authority.  County Councillor Malpas agreed to visit, Councillor Shaw will accompany him.  Councillor Shaw has also made a report to the Environment Agency regarding burning of copper wire to remove the plastic and leave the copper.  On a daily basis fires are being set at night, burning throughout the night and leaving the copper in the morning.  This creates a toxic smell and is a nuisance for the residents of Town Lane.

2. Declarations of Interest – Members were asked to consider any personal/prejudicial interest they may have to disclose in relation to matters on this Agenda and, any Declaration of Gifts, in accordance with the Local Government Act 2000 and the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct - Councillor Heaton declared an interest in Planning As a member of the borough council planning committee.  he can take part in discussions BUT not in decisionS.

RESOLVED:  The Minutes were accepted as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

THE COUNCIL WILL ENQUIRE WHAT WOULD CONSTITUTE ‘RECREATIONAL USE’ ON THE SITE OFF COPPULL NEW ROAD.
b) Response to consultation on the Core Strategy Local Development Framework + corrections – RESOLVED:  COUNCILLOR SHAW WILL ASSESS THE DOCUMENT AND FORMULATE A RESPONSE SHOULD HE DEEM IT NECESSARY.
c) Comments/Observations on the consultation on the Draft Local Transport Plan Strategy – THE PARISH COUNCILS COMMENTS FROM THE PREVIOUS CONSULTATION REMAIN UNCHANGED.
d) Info. from Police – NOTED.  THERE HAVE BEEN A COUPLE OF INCIDENTS FOR CONCERN OVER THE CHRISTMAS PERIOD.  IT WAS SUGGESTED THAT SOME OF THE NOTIFICATIONS OF SCAMS CIRCULATED BY THE ECSO NEED TO BE SUBSTANTIATED BEFORE BEING REPORTED AS THEY MAY BE RUMOURS/MYTHS.
e) Invitation to Chairman to attend the Lancashire Civic County Carol Service at Blackburn Cathedral on Sunday 30 January 2011 at 6:30 pm – THE CHAIRMAN IS UNABLE TO ATTEND – THE VICE-CHAIRMAN WILL BE INVITED TO ATTEND.

IT WAS SUGGESTED THAT MEMBERS OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MAY WISH TO VISIT THE RECYCLING CENTRE AT FARRINGTON TO SEE RECYCLING OPERATIONS FIRST HAND.  THE CLERK WILL INVESTIGATE THIS.
6. Reports, Complaints and Concerns from Parish Councillors
1) Councillor Heaton was thanked for obtaining, erecting and removing the Christmas Tree.
2) The Parish Council expressed its thanks and gratitude to the Lengthsman, Mr Gordon Yates, for all his work and commitment to gritting in the Parish.

3) There is a large branch overhanging the Mosses footpath.  G Brennand will address this.

4) Reports were received regarding the possibility that the developers of the land adjacent to and to the rear of the Dog & Partridge, Chorley Lane, are purchasing the public house with vacant possession.  The Council will enquire as to the future intentions of Arley Homes as the Parish Council understood that an agreement had been reached to safeguard this Parish amenity.

5) It was reported that residents have been removing grit from the grit bin at German Lane.

6) It was reported that there was an occasion when Dob Brow and Chorley Lane had not been gritted recently.  Councillor Heaton informed the Police who contacted LCC.  Gritting was undertaken later on that day.
7) County Councillor Malpas will establish how contractors can place themselves on the LCC register for removal of heavy snow in extreme weather conditions.

8) It was reported that editorial some time ago suggested that planning application charges would increase considerably.  A copy of Chorley Council planning application fees will be requested.

9) The Church Lane sign at the junction with the A49 Preston Road, needs renewing/replacing following a recent incident during the icy road conditions.
7. Reports from Committees and Representatives on Outside Bodies – The Charnock Richard United Charity Trustees met prior to this meeting to distribute remaining Christmas Donations and to further discussions on land ownership issues.
8. Winter Gritting – update – The Clerk reported on Councillor Taylor’s correspondence with LCC and County Councillor Malpas regarding a request for assistance with filling the Parish grit bins and the recent disappointing negative response to this request.  It would also seem that LCC cannot supply the Parish Council with supplies, even at a cost.  The Clerk reported that grit had been purchased during the recent severe weather conditions and further supplies will be required in the near future should the freezing conditions continue.  The Clerk also reported details of the Lengthsman’s response to enquiries from residents as to the reason for the padlocks on grit boxes.  The Lengthsman was commended for his professional approach to dealing with this matter.
9. Information/Update on SPID update – the Clerk reported on a further development on securing additional SPID use in the Parish.  Croston Parish Council may be purchasing their own SPID and if so, will be in a position to opt out of their agreement with Heskin and Charnock Richard leaving 6 months use available.  It was suggested that therefore that it may be more beneficial, and simpler, to have one agreement between Heskin and Charnock Richard Parish Council, each using the SPID for 6 months per year rather than entering into a second agreement with Astley Parish Council for an additional 2 months per year (taking the total usage to 4 months).  RESOLVED:  THE COUNCIL WILL CONFIRM THEY ARE PREPARED TO PURCHASE AN ADDITIONAL 4 MONTHS, AT A REASONABLE COST, FROM CROSTON PARISH COUNCIL SHOULD THEY DECIDE TO SELL.  IF THIS DOES NOT OCCUR THEY WILL APPROACH ASTLEY PARISH COUNCIL FOR AN ADDITIONAL 2 MONTHS.
