CHARNOCK RICHARD PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on Monday 6 June 2011 at 7.30 pm in the Parish Rooms, Charter Lane, Charnock Richard.

Present:  Councillors H Heaton (Chairman), J Hill, R Wingham, A Cornwell, J Taylor, Mrs C Pilling and G Brennand.  Also present County Councillor P Malpas and Borough Councillor Leadbetter.

REPORTS, COMPLAINTS AND CONCERNS OF THE PUBLIC PRESENT
Waste Transfer Station Town Lane:  A CD of images was provided.  It was again reported that sand and chippings are being stored at the Waste Transfer Station site and are being sold from the site.  County Councillor Malpas agreed to pursue this matter.  Sand is also being taken onto the site and mixed with concrete before being taken from the site.

Public Present - Hedges at various locations in the Parish need cutting back – A49 Coppull boundary to Town Lane, A49 opposite Yew Tree Villas, junction of Chorley Lane/Church Lane.  Hedges on Chorley Lane have now been cut.  Follow up enquiries relating to the survey of drains at the Town Lane/A49 junction revealed that the officer initiating this process has retired and unfortunately did not request this work be undertaken prior to her leaving.  An order has now been raised for the work.  It was suggested that one of the SPID’s is facing the wrong way on Dob Brow, it would be better facing traffic coming into the village.  This is the LCC SPID however, Councillor Taylor will make enquiries about relocating this to a more suitable site.
Borough Councillor Leadbetter - Introduced himself to the Parish Council as the newly elected Borough Councillor for the Chisnall Ward and, raised relevant issues in the Parish.  

County Councillor Malpas – Reported that an LCC Planning Officer made a recent random spot check and confirmed that there was only 1 mound stockpiled higher than the limit allowed.  Instructions were issued to reduce the height.

21. Apologies - Were received and accepted from Councillors A J Shaw and Mrs J Ogden (holidays).
22. Declarations of Interest – Members were asked to consider any personal/prejudicial interest they may have to disclose in relation to matters on this Agenda and, any Declaration of Gifts, in accordance with the Local Government Act 2000 and the Parish Council Standing Orders and Code of Conduct - Councillor Heaton declared an interest in Planning, As a member of the borough council planning committee.  he can take part in discussions BUT not in decisionS.

THE CLERK WILL WITHDRAW THE DOG & PARTRIDGE FROM THE BEST KEPT VILLAGE COMPETITION.

j) Details of late items of correspondence received – i)  Response to report of planning issues on land on Chorley Lane – NOTED. ii)  Copy of Anderton PC’s views on the proposed three-tier forums – NOTED. iii)  Notification of planning decisions on 11/00320/TPO and 11/00321/TPO, Dog & Partridge, Chorley Lane – permission granted on both applications – NOTED.
26. Reports, Complaints and Concerns from Parish Councillors
1) Nettles on the public footpath south of Freemans Lane need strimming.

2) Hedges overgrowing the footpath south of Freemans Lane need cutting back.

3) The bridleway to the right of the footpath south of Freemans Lane is overgrown.

4) The public footpath off the A49, at the side of High Winds, needs strimming.

5) Carriageway workings on Chorley Lane, near Freemans Lane have sunk and require attention.

6) Vehicles are parking on the grass verge on Chorley Lane, to the right hand side of the field gate, damaging the verge.  The Lengthsman will be asked to plant flowers if possible to deter parking.

7) Arley Homes have filled a section of the ditch at the rear of the houses on the Arley Homes development/the Mosses footpath.  Water is already backing up and the 4” drain installed in the ditch is inadequate and has been poorly installed.  Any future flooding problems would affect the new houses and would be similar to those suffered by residents of Meadowlands in the past.
8) The road surface on German Lane is in a very poor condition.
9) Hedges on Church Lane, between the mini-market and Meadowlands require cutting back.

10) Footways require spading back on Chorley Lane.

11) The garden at the schoolhouse needs strimming and the hedges need cutting back.

12) Hedges at Orchard Gardens need cutting back.

13) Overgrown hedges are obscuring the litter bin on the edge of the Hinds Head car park.

27. Reports from Committees and Representatives on Outside Bodies – Charnock Richard United Charity Trustees met prior to this meeting, land ownership issues remain ongoing – Councillor Lowe will be asked whether he wishes to continue on the Community Centre Trust.
28. Best Kept Village Competition and Best Kept Garden Competition – Action required for both competitions – Nomination/commendation letters for the Best Kept Garden Competition were distributed, a list of nominations will be compiled following the July Meeting and judging will be undertaken as soon as possible after the meeting.  The Nursery Close street name sign and the 30 mph sign on Church Lane, near the Church, are obscured by vegetation which requires cutting back
29. SPID – Acquisition and ongoing use of + possible purchase of additional plates for further locations – The Parish Council will now have access to the SPID for 6 months each year.  Suggested sites include Church Lane (opposite the Mosses footpath) for traffic approaching the railway bridge, possibly 2 on the A49, (near Town Lane approaching from Coppull and opposite Festive Lights approaching from Mill Lane).  If these sites are suitable the Parish Council will need to purchase 2 additional spid plates and request siting of 3 poles by LCC.  Councillor Taylor will discuss this matter with LCC and with Heskin PC to establish the level of insurance excess should the SPID be damaged or stolen whilst in Charnock Richard.
30. Parish Council Annual Newsletter – Councillors will inform the Clerk of any amendments required to the draft by the end of the week.  Once amended if necessary, the document will be sent to print allowing distribution to take place following the July Meeting.
31. Annual Donations – Notices will be posted, applications by 30 June 2011 for distribution in July.
32. Parish Council Vacancy – Notices will be posted for the Vacancy with a deadline for applications set of 31 July for discussion and co-option at the August Parish Council Meeting.

4) 11/00456/ful – New detached dwelling, land rear of 29 Charter Fold, Jade Oaks, 2 Charter Fold, Charnock Richard.  NO OBJECTIONS.
